DIRECTIONS: AGSEM (Antique Gas & Steam Engine Museum, 2040 N. Santa Fe Ave., Vista CA 92083) is located in 
North San Diego County, between I-5 and I-15, and between Highways CA-76 and CA-78.  
GPS: 33 degrees, 13 minutes, 51 seconds North. 117 degrees, 14 minutes, 56 seconds West. (33.23085, -117.24901) 
 

From the North on I-5: Exit I-5 onto CA-76 East.  At approx. 7 miles, turn RIGHT onto N. 

Santa Fe Ave (signal). At 2.2 miles, turn RIGHT onto Museum Way (signal)  to enter AGSEM. 
 

From the North, on I-15: Exit I-15 onto CA-76 West toward Oceanside. At approx. 10 1/2 

miles, turn LEFT onto N. Santa Fe Ave.  At 2.2 miles turn RIGHT onto Museum Way (signal) to 
enter AGSEM. 
 

From the South, on I-5: Exit I-5 onto CA-78 East. Exit at Melrose Drive & turn LEFT onto 

Melrose. Go to dead end and turn RIGHT onto N. Santa Fe Ave.  At 1 mile, turn RIGHT on Mu-
seum Way (signal) to enter AGSEM. 
 

From the South, on I-15: Exit I-15 onto CA-78 West.  Exit onto Escondido Ave. in Vista 

and turn RIGHT.  Turn LEFT onto S. Santa Fe Ave (at 4th stoplight).  Go about 4 miles, turn 
LEFT onto Museum Way (signal) to enter AGSEM.  
 

WHAT TO BRING: The festival is outdoors -- bring lawn chairs, hats & sunscreen.  Prepare 

for lots of sunshine. Some bleachers and part of the audience area are shaded. Limited camp-

ing shade.  Food & beverages available onsite. AGSEM Day Parking Fee is $5/DAY. 
 

PET POLICY: Sorry, NO PETS in Festival Area! (Campers may have pets on leash in 

the campground.) There is NO suitable place for non-campers to leave a pet, and the parking area is hot and unshaded, so please don’t bring 
pets to the festival.
